ADVISORY REPORT

Chairman, Mr. Keith Bienvenu asked the Board: to look at the fee of $160.00 for change of address per license, about reimbursement for mileage to the Advisory Board because of the cost of fuel, and to include the Advisory Board on proposed rule changes for feedback. Mr. Bienvenu stated the committee would like to be in the loop on what is being considered to be changed. Counsel, Mrs. Julie Richard-Spencer clarified that Mr. Bienvenu is asking the Rules Change Committee to provide a draft to the Advisory Board before submitting to the Board. The Rule Change Committee agreed to provide a draft to the Advisory Board. Executive Director, Ms. Ashley J. Tullier stated that there is an Employing Entity definition in Title 46. The fee of $160.00 is required since the office must reprint the licenses and certificate. The fees do have to be changed legislatively. There is no fee for the license holder to change their personal address, the fee is strictly for the Master Plumber changing the Employing Entity address.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
House Bill 300 moved through House Floor favorable, zero nays. It was pending being heard by the Senate Commerce Consumer and Protection Committee, fully expect the Bill to become an Act. Once the Bill becomes an Act the Board will be responsible for contacting all license holders who hold a geographical restricted license and supply them with the proper documents to remove the restriction. There are several bills moving through that will change the some of the Occupational Board Policies and Procedures. Ms. Tullier will be watching these Bills. The final adjournment of session is June 6th. The new database and website are on track to be up and running for October. The new database will allow users to connect with the State Plumbing Board, the users will have the option to receive their test letters, notices, and communications electronically. The Exam Committee got ahead of that and revised the rules for examination to accept the digital notice of examination. The Board was scheduled to have the Property Inventory Audit on May 25th. The yearly Legislative Audit will be expected as early as June and generally extend into August. Louisiana State Uniform Construction Code Council adopted amendments to the 2021 IPC, IRC & IFGC Codes and those are expected to take effect in 2023. The license holders will follow these amendments in the field. Mr. Jonathan Causey was named the Vice-Chairman of the Louisiana State Uniform Construction Code Council Committee. Mr. Roy Young, the Chief Plumbing Official in Lake Charles, was named the Chairman of the Louisiana State Uniform Construction Code Council.
